Whereas, Rutgers Day promotes learning, discovery, and cultural exchange through a wide
array of hands-on activities, interactive exhibits, performances, and educational
demonstrations that highlight the diversity of disciplines, ideas, and initiatives at Rutgers-
Camden, informing the public about the valuable contributions the university makes to the
